The Society runs four residential service centres and three
schools for social development, namely:

Shing Tak Centre, Chak Yan Centre, Un Chau Hostel,
Cheung Hong Hostel, Shing Tak Centre School, Chak Yan
Centre School and Hui Chung Sing Memorial School.

Besides direct services, we also have arts development with
Art@LDC at the SBC Hongkong Bank Foundation Learning
Development Centre for S.E.N. youths in 2016. (ended on
December 2020)

The Staff Morale, Welfare & Recreation Group consists of
representatives of our service units. The members organize
activities for staff throughout the year and represented
their colleagues on staff welfare affairs. The Society set up
a “Research & Development Team” in mid-May 2009 and
changed to “Human Resource Development & Research
Team” in Nov 2012 to provide different trainings for
colleagues. These programs are tailor-made to enrich our
staff’s knowledge, so that they may provide even better
service to our clients.
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The tremendous impact caused by Covid has finally come to a
halt! We are thankful to see that we are living more ‘normally’
than before, more actively and energetically. Despite a certain
turnover in residential homes and schools, our services are
running quite smoothly and, after all, we can still move on with
considerable changes that benefit our boys.

Welfare

Seeing the number of boys admitted with autistic and other
special educational needs kept rising, our residential units have
further enhanced their manpower structure for this service
demand, starting to recruit more experienced social workers
specialized in casework management, family counselling and
soliciting various professional support. We are going to recruit
about 10 social workers (ranked ASWO) in the coming 2 years,
in addition to the newly joined manpower from outside for the
service development and professional supervision mentioned
last year. Apart from this improved manpower for better quality
service, all residential units have been put in place for the first
time the Internal Service Audit Mechanism required by the
SWD. With the purpose of inspecting service performance, a
cross-unit committee has been set up for the training, devising
and running of the operating procedures for this mechanism.
Thanks to two newly recruited colleagues of the middle level,
their previous experience has greatly helped out in the smooth
running of the whole process. It is expected that the overall
quality of service for our boys will be steadily improved to a
more professionally advanced, socially recognized, and practically
assured level.

Turning back to normal life after Covid, Chak Yan Centre
(CYC) has been actively offering numerous programs focusing
on effective caring, taking responsibility, facilitating mutual
respect and understanding, and providing valuable opportunities
for promoting positive interaction and enjoyable moments
among boys and their family members. This year, the centre
takes “Goodwill Communication, You and Me” as the central
theme and offers various activities for our boys to learn how
to nurture and express “goodwill” between people. Through
organizing different counselling groups and clinical sessions by
social workers and clinical psychologists, our boys have been
learning positive ways of expressing personal feelings and
peaceful ways of resolving different opinions, as well as giving
various voluntary services to the elderly, the disabled and
people living in sub-divided flats in the community. Furthermore,
CYC focuses particularly on the mental health of parents and
promotes a mutual help network among them.We are glad to
see that the temporary stay of our boys in the Centre could
become a meaningful experience before they go back home and
restore their family relationships in future.

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Taking “to build the future” as the central idea for inspiring
career planning and organizing programs for youngsters, Shing
Tak Centre (STC) aims at nurturing boys to acquire appropriate
values and attitudes, gaining knowledge and skills through a
variety of exploratory experiences and training activities. By
trying out their favourite interests in a wholehearted manner, we
are delighted to see that some of our boys have distinguished
themselves by participating in a wide range of community
activities and voluntary services. Thanks to some boys having
special experiences and talents, they were invited to be the
guests to share in the event “Future Leaders Commendation
cum Career-Planning Sharing Session” and to perform in
the event “Embrace with Art - Kwun Tong Variety Show in
Celebration of the 25th Anniversary of the Establishment
of the HKSAR” organized by the Home Affairs Department
(HAD) Kwun Tong District. Despite there being no schooling
in summer, a group of senior boys actively participated in the
HAD-organized event “Top Nova Music Festival , and set up
sale booths at the Kwun Tong Waterfront Promenade for three
consecutive days in early July to experience a small business
start-up journey. It’s pleasing to see that the boys displayed well
their self-initiated and well-managed attitude in exploring and
trying out their talents in various aspects; virtues that will surely
benefit them for the rest of their life.

After Covid, life becomes more active, energetic and well-
balanced in Un Chau and Cheung Hong Hostel. Boys are
encouraged to engage in various group activities in a much
more self-directed manner, albeit busy with academic learning,
school assignments and taking examinations. Continued this
year in both Hostels, boys delivered a one-to-one service
for the seniors living in elderly homes nearby, organizing
seasonal celebration activities and teaching them how to use
smartphone Apps for connecting with their family members and
friends, exploring different public services, making AV clips and
entertaining themselves as well. During Lunar Year this year, a
group of boys using the donation by Ng Teng Fong Charitable
Foundation, went to stores in various districts to purchase
well-fitting and warm-down jackets as New Year’s gifts and gave
them out to 50 homeless people residing in the adjacent Sham
Shui Po Street Sleepers Shelter. It’s also worth mentioning that
in Cheung Hong Hostel, through the joint efforts of boys and
staff there, the long-prepared dormitory improvement project
was successfully carried out in February this year. After many
meetings with the designer company, they came up with a design
that could balance privacy and environmental safety under the
structural restrictions and limited personal space there, giving
the dormitory a new face of “vibrant, stylish and spacious,
allowing boys to relax physically and mentally”, achieving an
exceptional result beyond their expectation.
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Education

Seeing the greater but more diversified potential of students
in recent years, our three schools have been devising different
ways of catering to various educational needs and improving
the overall learning efficacy of our students. Being the main
initiator; the Shing Tak Centre School (STCS) principal Mr Fung
held a joint-school teacher development day on June 23 for the
teachers of three schools to join. In the morning session, the
topic of “promotion of differentiated teaching & curriculum”
will be explored and the principal Mr Poon of the Hong Kong
Red Swastika Society Tai Po Secondary School was invited to
be the guest speaker. In the afternoon session, teachers learnt
more about the latest requirement by EDB on “school self-
evaluation”.The principal Mr. Lee of the Salesians of Don Bosco
Ng Siu Mui Secondary School led the discussion and shared
with us his previous experience. Elsewhere, Chak Yan Centre
School (CYCS) has arranged various exchange groups abroad
this year for students to see the world again, broaden their
horizons and engage them in many opportunities for exposure
and experiential learning. During the journeys, students were
organised to visit technological innovation enterprises and
educational institutes, as well as to observe different cultural
environments of different places - covering Guangdong, Macau,
Zhuhai, Dongguan, Xi’an, Japan, the United States, Switzerland,
Rwanda, etc. Thanks to these earnest (off-line) efforts being
made by colleagues of the school, it is hoped that students can
deepen their career and future planning ‘in line’ with the ever-
changing outside world. At Hui Chung Sing Memorial School
(HCSMS), it is exciting to learn that the HKCAAVQ has just
officially approved the opening of our courses of Qualifications
Framework (QF), including “School Workshop Assistant Training
Certificate”, “E-sports and Recreation Assistant Certificate”,
“Equipment and Fitness Assistant Training Certificate” and “Party
Food Production Certificate”. All will launch in September
of this year. Surely this will kick-start a new chapter for our
students’ practical learning and our three schools will offer 10
different QF courses in total.

With the continuous effort being made in career development,
we can expect more promising results for our students in
higher forms, being better prepared for their future life upon
leaving school. In STCS, students will learn how to set up and
conduct sports games indoors, which requires collecting sports
data through a series of different electronic devices, and learn
how to use the data obtained for analysis to improve sports
performance. In HCSMS, a group of 7 students has participated
in the “Be Your Boss in the Market” Fair, an annual large-scale
joint-school event sponsored by the “Project We Can”. The
project allows students to experience the entire process of
running a retail business; thereby cultivating students’ multi-
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faceted skills, including leadership and entrepreneurial spirit,
project planning, communication, collaboration, promotion and
sales capabilities. In the end, all the products were sold out, and
more than 300 online orders were unexpectedly received! The
“Marketing Team of Hui School” finally lived up to expectations
and won the “Most Commercial Potential Award” presented by
the sponsoring organization, which made all members full of joy
and fighting spirit.

Teaching STEAM is nowadays the major trend of curriculum
development. Our three schools have put quite a considerable
effort into the teaching of ICT, Al and media subjects. Besides
regular classes, students are motivated to join various projects
for getting more related learning experiences. In CYCS,
different activities were organized for students to be exposed
to different innovative technologies, such as virtual reality (VR),
augmented reality (AR), 2D and 3D computer-aided design,
3D scanning and printing technology, computer programming,
artificial intelligence (Al), UAV control experience, MR virtual
entity racing experience, etc., enhancing students’ interest in
info & innovative technology. Similarly, STCS has joined the
Quality Education Fund “Implementing Al in STEM Education
through Refining School-based Curriculum and Establishing
Structured Professional Learning Community” to promote
artificial intelligence Al in STEM education. Secondary 3 students
of the school specially made a mechanical clamp truck with Al
elements, and participated in the STEM product display of the
2022-2023 “Learning and Teaching Expo”. During the process,
students can not only build self-confidence but also strengthen
their general IT knowledge through these practical STEM
activities. In HCSMS, having the generous support of Nan
Fung Group x The Hong Kong Polytechnic University, the
PolyU professors and staff held a workshop at the school
and making of quite highly simulated
mechanical flowers with our students. The activity greatly
enhanced students’ observation, creativity and problem-
solving skills, allowing students to apply STEAM knowledge
and skills in other learning experiences. The Mechanical
Flowers had been specially exhibited at the Jao Tsung-I
Academy and Hong Kong Polytechnic University from May
to June this year. Besides this distinctive project, the school
also joined the Sham Shui Po District Secondary School
Campus Antivirus Kit 3D Printing Design Competition. By using
special anti-epidemic materials and then 3D printing technology,
students finally give birth to the “anti-epidemic gaming E-sports
keyboard” and unexpectedly won third place in the competition.

for the design

As last year, all our schools keep providing opportunities in
nurturing National Identity and learning about National Security.
Our schools also participated in the Territory-wide 7th “Basic
Law” Inter-school Quiz Contest (Preliminary Round) and
won the Most Active Participating School and Merit Award,
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FFE#H,E Chairman’s Report .

the “National Day” Online Quiz Competition and National
Constitution Day Online Quiz Competition, and also won
the Most Actively Participating School Award (Primary School
Category) as well. Furthermore, all schools have continued their
efforts in refining measures for national security, articulating
elements of national security into academic subjects and
school activities, and readily taking part in related training for
maintaining a secure learning environment for our students.

Project, Training and Collaboration

After Covid, our three schools are working more closely with
the Hong Kong Polytechnic University (PolyU) for the Service-
Learning (SL) Project. Throughout school terms working with
our teachers and social workers, PolyU students have been
engaged in various sorts of learning workshops, academic
and language study groups, annual events and services, sports
training and inter-school competitions, swimming galas, visits
to the University, and computer classes for the elderly as well.
To deepen their understanding of national development and
to nurture national identity, 12 students of our schools joined
three Primary School Service Exchange programs organized by
the Hong Kong Polytechnic University from mid-June to mid-
July this year, going to Xian, Chengdu & Hangzhou respectively.
What'’s more, a group of CYCS students also joined a voluntary
service, helping in the setting up of solar energy facilities in a
village in Rwanda. | deeply believe that students should gain
insight and benefit a lot from such a fruitful SL experience.
