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The Society runs four residential service centres and three schools
for social development, namely:

Shing Tak Centre, Chak Yan Centre, Un Chau Hostel, Cheung
Hong Hostel, Shing Tak Centre School, Chak Yan Centre School
and Hui Chung Sing Memorial School.

Besides direct services, we also have arts development with
Art@LDC at the SBC Hongkong Bank Foundation Learning
Development Centre for S.E.N. youths in 2016. (ended on
December 2020)

The Staff Morale, Welfare & Recreation Group consists of
representatives of our service units. The members organize
activities for staff throughout the year and represented their
colleagues on staff welfare affairs. The Society set up a “Research
& Development Team” in mid-May 2009 and changed to “Human
Resource Development & Research Team” in Nov 2012 to provide
different trainings for colleagues. These programs are tailor-
made to enrich our staff's knowledge, so that they may provide
even better service to our clients.

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Maybe the socioeconomic outlook is still quite stagnant this year,
but we have seen our service units earnestly embarking upon
many service or development projects. We are thankful that the
running of our Society is ‘bouncing to a new normal’, giving out
more essential elements that are conducive to the growth and
development of our boys. Despite the turnover continuing in
residential homes and schools, the management teams with new
blood have tried eagerly to give their best and after all, we can
accomplish more for the benefit of our boys.

Starting early last year, we have been recruiting dedicated
case workers specialized in casework management, family
counselling and soliciting various types of professional support.
Although we need to keep looking for more helping heads to
cater for the rising number of cases referred with autistic and
SEN backgrounds, this new force comes at a suitable time and
refreshes the ideas in our regular practice of residential caring.
It's also great to see that, our staff are keen to pay more attention
to different approaches to counselling and group work, and
even unexpectedly, creating a workplace learning atmosphere
for advancing the way of caring for our boys. Apart from this
improved manpower for better service, all residential units
have been put in place and completed for the second time the
Internal Service Audit Mechanism required by the SWD, and
also adding two areas of inspecting the overall operation of our
service. With the special efforts taken by the General Secretary,
reviews for the monitoring of daily manpower and staff appraisal
system have been underway, expecting the new guidelines to be
launched in the coming year. Given these enhanced manpower
and service reviews, it is expected that our boys and their families
will be cared for more professionally and our staff become more
dedicated to the service.

Given enhanced professional manpower, last year the Shing Tak
Centre (STC) employed the “Trauma-informed Care for Children
in Residential Service” as the model for planning and organizing
the residential care and individual counselling services, aiming
at establishing a safe, supportive and trustful environment
for our boys learning to face their past genuinely and move on
ahead positively. Also by using the CASEL WHEEL and a three-
tiered support framework, a series of Social Emotional Learning
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programs, stress management cum support network for parents,
parenting and crime prevention talks, as well as parent-child
outdoor activities were organized throughout the year. Besides,
through a variety of exploratory experiences and training
activities, we are delighted to see that some of our boys, under
guided learning, have participated and distinguished themselves
in a wide range of career induction programs, exchange
programs as well as voluntary services. With help from the Hong
Kong Christian Service, our boys were given chances to explore
different jobs from a total of 22 practicums offered. It's pleasing
to see that the boys displayed well their self-initiated and well-
managed attitude in exploring and trying out their talents in
various aspects; virtues that will surely benefit them for the rest
of their lives after leaving the Centre.

Entering into the ‘new normal life’ after Covid, Chak Yan
Centre(CYC)has been actively offering numerous programs
focusing on family support, self-management in the dormitory,
community participation, providing valuable opportunities for
getting along with the needy groups and enjoyable moments
among boys and their family members. Last year, the Centre took
"Compassionate Communication, including You and Me" as the
central theme and offered opportunities for our boys to learn how
to express "goodwill" between people. By setting up a committee
comprised of boys’ representatives and parent volunteers, we
could get more positive involvement and suggestions for the
Centre's running from our service users. Through organizing
festive and recreational activities with outside NGOs, boys
become more acquainted with people with physical disability or
old age. Facilitated by our experienced social workers, parents
are encouraged to join various group sessions to relieve their
inner stress and opt for more opportunities to get along with
their boys positively. We are glad to see that the temporary stay
of our boys in the Centre can become a meaningful experience
before they go back home and restore their family relationships
in future.
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As the second home for our boys, Un Chau and Cheung Hong
Hostel (UCCH) continues to be a “structured but not contained”
environment for living, growth and development. Following this
idea, boys are guided to view themselves positively, connect with
their parents sincerely and see the world openly. By trying some
elements from the narrative therapy and specially designed
group sessions, boys were oriented to explore frankly their
own “self” over their growing past and learn to think of their
future “life stories” in a more positive manner. Also, boys were
encouraged to invite their parents to share the life in UCCH
and engage in various activities, in the hope that their mutual
interactions might bring further happy moments upon the
boys returning home. Continued this year in both Hostels, boys
delivered not only services and seasonal celebration activities for
the seniors living in elderly homes nearby, but they also reached
out to the outsourced cleansing workers in the streets of Shum
Shui Po, getting to know their hard work and daily difficulties.
Besides, boys also joined service projects under the "Working
Group for Promoting Volunteer Services” in Sham Shui Po and
were rewarded for their meaningful services in the community
throughout the year.

It's worth mentioning that some events happened last year in
our three schools which could best signify their achievement.
In Shing Tak Centre School (STCS), there were two occasions
receiving Mr. Sze Chun-fai, JP, Under Secretary for Education
and his colleagues, as well as another group of officers from the
non-attendance cases team of EDB, to give opportunities for
teachers and students to share the school's development and
achievement in recent years. It's particularly pleasing to note
that the students presented themselves decently, shared their
experiences confidently and finally, were praised greatly by
most guests. In Chak Yan Centre School (CYCS), students and
teachers busily participated in numerous events to celebrate
the Golden Jubilee throughout the year and finally came up
with a great graduation ceremony organized for the first time
at the world-class contemporary M+ Cinema. The school also
produced a new version of the Society song, bringing our half of a
century's mission at this memorable moment to all the full house
participants, including guests, volunteers, graduating students,
alumni and parents. In Hui Chung Sing Memorial School
(HCSMS), after many months of hard work, in mid-June, the
school held a unique exhibition at The Muse of the Hotel Stage.
At the cosy venue that day, in addition to displaying their artistic
installation, photography and hand-painted works, students also
invited guests, the principal and individual student mothers to
wear the Chinese cheongsam made by the students themselves,
which indeed opened everyone's eyes.
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Since last year, STCS has systematically guided its teachers
and students with the three-pronged policy of “Reset, Rebuild
and Return”, encouraging students to seize their life goals,
regain self-confidence in the process of constantly equipping
themselves, and lay a stronger foundation to prepare for

further studies or planning their career. Coming to the end of \

the year, the school particularly held two visiting receptions and
a three-day exhibition, letting the students deliberately share
their achievements and changes with the visiting guests. Many
guests were moved by the students’ stories and praised much
of their efforts. Particularly, the results of the DSE and further
study of this year's graduates are gratifying: five students who
sat for the DSE enrolled in eight subjects each, and all achieved
satisfactory results or above, plus three of them were directly
admitted to different Higher Diploma courses. In addition, in
the two QF courses, a total of seventeen students have obtained
field-recognized qualifications. Furthermore, five people have
enrolled on self-study of applied learning courses, and all of
them have passed Level 2. Viewing these results, the efforts of
the teachers, social workers and students are certainly not in
vain!

To celebrate the 5oth anniversary of the school, CYCS has planned
a series of grand events and activities. In addition to continuing
the friendship between teachers and students accumulated over
the years, the school also grasps the hot social issues, leading
students to set out in the world, feel the pulse of the times, and
turn them into different curriculum learning. Starting from the
community where it is situated, the school held the "Run for All"
event in early December, which mobilized more than 50 schools
and organizations to actively participate. What's more, it also
won many organization-sponsored courses for students to enrol
in for free. In mid-March, with “pandas” as the main theme,
the school led students to go on the historical and cultural
conservation exchange tour and went to the Chengdu Panda
Base to inspect more about the scientific studies, conservation
and wildlife protection there. On March 23, 2024, more than a
thousand people simultaneously painted pandas at the public
square of Kai Tak Station, letting the “Pandas See our Future”.
The event has set a world record for promoting social attention
to issues related to the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs)
and to see how conservation of the earth and social governance
are closely related to the destiny of mankind. It is expected
that students' horizons will be expanded in the course of their
participation in these activities and that they will be inspired to
plan their life paths and dream about their future.

In line with the concept of whole-person education and with the
help of external organizations, over the year HCSMS organized
various activities in order to cultivate their understanding
of traditional Chinese culture, to care about the needs of the
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community environment, and to guide students to think more
about their personal career development. With students’
deliberated efforts, some of the events are worth highlighting
here, including: “Something Special @ Sham Shui Po”, which
displays traditional textile printing and embroidery techniques
to local people; “Exploring the Root & Source” students' art
exhibition, which showcases different facets of the community
of the school nearby; “Back in Fashion” design competition,
which promotes environmental protection; hand-cranked tea
and cheongsam making, which help students to appreciate
traditional Chinese craft culture; "Young Innovator Bazzar”, which
provides a good chance for students to learn about marketing
techniques. In addition, students also participated in the Sham
Shui Po District Healthy and Happy Carnival and Community
Youth Club services. Lastly, they went to Malaysia for volunteer
service and visited local universities in Taichung to understand
the situation of further studies. It's obvious that this kind of Life-
wide Learning can enrich students’ experiences and tap into
students’ very different talents!

Our three schools continue to work closely with the Hong Kong
Polytechnic University (PolyU) for the Service-Learning (SL)
Project. Throughout school terms working with our teachers
and social workers, PolyU students have been engaged in
various sorts of learning workshops, academic and language
study groups, annual events and services, sports training and
inter-school competitions, the Society’s first swimming galas,
visits to the University, and many physical & Arts classes. To
deepen their understanding of national development and to
nurture national identity, 12 students of our schools joined three
Primary School Service Exchange programs organized by the
Hong Kong Polytechnic University (also supported by the Tin Ka
Ping Foundation) from mid-June to mid-July this year, going to
Xian, Chengdu & Hangzhou respectively. | deeply believe that
students should gain insight and benefit a lot from such a fruitful
experience.

Last but not least, | would like to extend my heartfelt thanks to
Ms. CY. Cheng, the former superintendent of the Society who
had served unfailingly all our residential units for more than 1/4
century. Finally, my sincerest thanks also go to all the Executive
Committee Members and the Adviosrs, it is your valuable effort
together with our General Secretary and colleagues that have
helped bring forth another rewarding year for the Society!
