The Society runs four residential service centres and three schools
for social development, namely:

Shing Tak Centre, Chak Yan Centre, Un Chau Hostel, Cheung Hong
Hostel, Shing Tak Centre School, Chak Yan Centre School and Hui
Chung Sing Memorial School.

Besides direct services, we also provide supporting services to
mainstream schools and organizations, our services and projects
include:

Professional Development Project, Learning Development Service,
Mainstream School Supporting Service and Primary School
Counseling Service.

The Staff Morale, Welfare & Recreation Group consists of
representatives of our service units. The members organize activities
for staff throughout the year and represented their colleagues on
staff welfare affairs. The Society set up a “Research & Development
Team” in mid-May 2009 and newly formed as “Human Resource
Development & Research Team” in Nov 2012 to provide different
trainings for colleagues. These programs are tailor-made to enrich
our staff knowledge, so that the staffs learn more and to strive for
the spirit of providing a best service for our children.

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Executive Committee members received homemade cookies from Staff Representatives
expressing their gratitude to the Executive Committee.
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ERZFRYE B THRIE -

Ever since the SBC Diamond Jubilee International Conference on
Residential Service and Special Education in 2013, the Society of
Boys” Centers has had substantial progress in the exchange with
social work and special education colleagues from Taiwan. We
have received government officials, teachers and social workers
and NGOs providing similar service in Taiwan coming to visit our
services, the latest being a Master of Social Work student doing
fieldwork placement in Chak Yan Center. The Executive Committee
has discussed and believed that these are meaningful exchanges.

Besides receiving visitors from this significant Chinese community,
Mr. Ben Cheng, Superintendent of CYC and Mr. Wu Chung Hing,
Principal of STCS have also been invited to share their experience
with teachers and social workers in Taiwan; the Committee learned
that the seminar which we were one of the presenters did attracted
more than 250 practitioners around Taiwan, a very unique and
seldom phenomenon as quoted by organizer concerned. We hope
this sharing will carry on. On the other hand, 12 SBC social workers
and program workers had also been subsidized by the Social
Welfare Development Fund to visit Taiwan in April 2014 to learn
of the practice and services there. You may refer to the respective
reports and photographs in the units for fuller details of these
exchanges.

In November 2013 we also had the honor to receive HRH the
Countess of Wessex, Global Ambassador for The Duke of
Edinburgh’s International Award to visit our Hui Chung Sing
Memorial School. The Countess of Wessex talked with the students
and made a very positive commend on the service of our school.

Social workers and their supervisor from Guangdong also visited
SBC in late 2013 to see for themselves our residential services for
the emotional behavioral youths. | hope that all the above exchanges
and sharing will serve the ultimate purpose of mutual improvement.

Our two years’ consultancy service for two residential homes in
Macau funded by the government there has ended in the year,
though not without an intention from the colleagues there to carry
on. With the hope to enhance healthy exchanges with practitioners
from Macau, we will continue to arrange colleagues there to visit

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our units and share our know-how, as the two cities are really close
enough for sharing and development.

The CYCS Primary Section Soccer Team has won the championship
in the 13" Hong Kong Inter-District Primary School Football
Competition, besides the champion of West Kowloon Inter School
Basketball Tournament and first runner-up of West Kowloon Inter
School Soccer Tournament. It needs to be reiterated again that with
a very small pool of students to choose from, our boys and their
teachers must have done exceedingly well for this. | thank all those
involved with this ‘mission impossible’.

The 4™ Interschool Anti-Drug Fashion Design Competition organized
by HCSMS in May 2014 carried on and attracted even more
schools, renowned fashion designer, professor from the Hong
Kong Polytechnic University Institute of Textile & Clothing, District
Councilor, the District Officer of Shamshuipo and Chairman of the
Action Committee Against Narcotics were judges and guests of
honor for the function, we believe that this meaningful event can
help pass on the anti-drug message to youths in need.

The Chief Executive of the HKSAR has announced in his Policy
Address 2014 certain measures which have direct correlation with
our service, such as the strengthening of central administration
support and professional supervision for NGO and the gradual
reducing of student capacity from 15 per class to 12 per class in
School for Social Development. The SWD had also started the
Agency Based Professional Service Support (ABPSS) for children &
youth residential service providers in early 2014. Under this scheme
we have new resource to engage clinical psychological service and
additional social worker to deal with the complicated psychological
needs among our clients.

In view of the social changes and the increase of complaints, some
might have been from staffs, one of our schools have drafted up
a school-based complaint handling guideline. As suggested by
the Hong Kong Federation of Education Workers in their earlier
research, many of the complaints schools in Hong Kong received
were superfluous, biased and unreasonable. | thank our principals
and teachers for their effort in dealing with these amidst their busy
schedule.

On the other hand, we were also greatly encouraged by the
dedication of the welfare personnel. Under the Lump-sum Grant’s
flexibility and the resource provided by the Social Welfare
Development Fund recently, the management has worked out series
of recognition and training programs, including of course the very
well-received Performance and Responsibility Recognition Scheme
(PRRS) which gives due recognition to those who have consistently
performed well or need to take up on-call duty. The Special Living
Subsidy for the junior paid staffs has also been implemented for a
couple of years which is also greatly welcomed by our colleagues.
| believe the mutual dialogue between management and frontline
workers will carry on as we have done so successfully all these
years. | thank the Superintendents and the staff representatives in
the Human Resource Development & Research (HRDR) Working
Group.

The Staff Morale Welfare & Recreation (MWR) Working Group
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has also organized series of activities for our colleagues, included
the popular bakery sessions, the annual Chinese New Year union
dinner, hiking and the whole agency basketball fun-day cum
Yoga demonstration in 2014. The staff soccer team and the staff
basketball team have both done extremely well in the respective
open tournament this year; SBC has got two champions in the
soccer section and is the first runner-up in basketball tournament
for agencies in Hong Kong. We hope all the above activities help
fostering our commitment for a balanced work-play attitude among
our colleagues. With the suggestions and effort put forth by the
MWR and the HRDR we have joined the Family Friendly Employer
Award nomination organized by the Hong Kong Family Council in
late 2013 and was glad to be able to satisfy the criteria and named
under the Award. | thank all the staffs who have put in their very
good effort for all these.

Quite a few of our students have joined the national and civic
education excursions arranged by EDB to visit different parts of
China and saw for themselves famous historical relics, cultural
heritages and huge industrial endeavor in Henan, Hubei, the Three
Gorges, Sichuan and Guangdong. We believe that these visits
could widen the perspectives and, hopefully, bring forth better
understanding among our boys of their mother country.

The Lottery Fund has kindly approved a new bus to replace the old
one for CYC/S which has served our boys for more than 10 years.
The new bus was put into service in early 2014. We thank the
Lottery Fund for this.

| must also thank the Charles Chan Ip & Fung CPA Limited for
their generous donation to the Society by giving back their auditing
charges in full to our boys. This SBC managed CCIF Scholarship &
Development Fund is always there to help those families who cannot
pay the special course fees or excursion fees, though some are
already subsidized by respective organizers; without this support
from CCIF our boys’ chances to learn beyond their classrooms might
have been greatly hampered.

It has been my honor and privilege for all these wonderful years
to serve the Society of Boys’ Centre in various positions in the
Executive Committee. | would like to take this opportunity to say
thank you to the Executive Committee and all the excellent staff
for your support and guidance.
