The Society runs four residential service centres and three
schools for social development, namely:

Shing Tak Centre, Chak Yan Centre, Un Chau Hostel,
Cheung Hong Hostel, Shing Tak Centre School, Chak Yan
Centre School and Hui Chung Sing Memorial School.

Besides direct services, we also provide supporting
services to mainstream schools and organizations, our
services and projects include:

Professional Development Project, Learning Development
Service, Mainstream School Supporting Service and
Primary School Counseling Service (ended on December
2015 and January 2016).

Arts Development Base with Art@L at the SBC Hongkong
Bank Foundation Learning Development Centre for S.E.N.
youths in 2016.

The Staff Morale, Welfare & Recreation Group consists
of representatives of our service units. The members
organize activities for staff throughout the year and
represented their colleagues on staff welfare affairs.
The Society set up a "Research & Development Team"
in mid-May 2009 and changed to "Human Resource
Development & Research Team" in Nov 2012 to provide
different trainings for colleagues. These programs are
tailor-made to enrich our staff's knowledge, so that they
may provide even better service to our clients.
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In last year's report | mentioned that the Executive
Committee was delighted to see the Society's collaboration
with significant Chinese communities and | am glad to tell
that we have even more fruitful exchanges with colleagues
from Taiwan during the year.

The Superintendent, Deputy Superintendent and a senior
social worker of STC went to Taiwan in October last year to
share in a workshop organized by Taiwan Liang-Shean Tang
Social Welfare Foundation on our experience in supporting
frontline workers for service improvement in a residential
setting. We also had fieldwork students from Taichung's
Providence University and Kaohsiung Medical University's
Social Work Department completed their fieldwork
placements in SBC. A group of 22 social workers from Taiwan
Reindeer Social Welfare Foundation which runs residential
children service in Taiwan came with the Taichung Chionghoa
Association of Social workers to CYC/S in October 2015 to
learn more on our services. Seven boys from STC/S were
sponsored by the CCIF Scholarship and Development Fund
to go to Taichung and Tainan in April 2016. Besides visiting
the famous Liang-Shean Tang Chen Chou Children Home
which had cooperated with us before, our boys also had the
chance of going to various scenic places in mid and southern
Taiwan such as the Sun Moon Lake and the famous night
markets.

All the teachers of CYCS visited Kaohsiung for 4 days during
their Easter break in 2016. Besides visiting our old friend
the GWG in Pingtung, our teachers and social workers also
went to the National Pingtung Girls' Senior High School, the
Chung Shan Industrial and Commercial School, the I-Shou
University and the National University of Kaohsiung to
explore possible opportunities for our boys.

The General Secretary together with the Principal of STCS
and the Honorary Director of the Art@L Project also went
to Pingtung and Kaohsiung in May 2016 to speak in a
conference organized by the GWG Social Charity Foundation
(GWG) held at the National Sun Yat-sen University for 200
social work and special education practitioners to share

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with them the SBC experience in forming up the 16 Service
Quality Standards in a residential setting as well as the
advantages and disadvantages of one-line vote subventing
system.

The Principal of STCS and his senior colleagues had also
been invited to share in the "3rd International Conference
on School Guidance in Chinese Community: Career
Counseling, Social Change and Multi-culture" took place
at the National Taichung University of Education in early
July 2016. The STCS delegation presented a paper
on "Application of Choice Theory in Career and Life
Planning Program - Experience of a School for Social
Development.”

Bringing this year's exchanges to an ideal ending was the
visit to SBC by 19 GWG Family boys and their escorting
staffs who were sponsored by the CCIF Scholarship &
Development Fund to come to Hong Kong. Ms. Pammy
Fung, the Society's Advisor and Director of Crowe Horwath
(HK) CPA Ltd., shared with the boys during their stay her
company founder's story as well as the Crowe Horwath's
vision in serving the Society's needy. Ms. Fung encouraged
the GWG Family boys to work hard and strive for a better
future for themselves. During their stay, the Taiwan students
were also arranged by our Executive Committee member Mr.
Chris Lee to visit the Noah's Ark and, sponsored by Mr. Lee
himself, had a buffet lunch inside the Park.

The lowering of per-class student number from 15 to 12
in School for Social Development (SSD) suggested in the
HKSAR Chief Executive Policy Address previously had
created an adverse effect on these schools' social worker
entitlement. We are glad that the school social worker
provision remains unchanged this year and hope that it would
remain so in future as, after all, this was initiated by the Chief
Executive and school operators should not be the one to
suffer from his good will. Even if, and only if, the government
needs to deduct the number of school social worker, our
Executive Committee has suggested achieving this through
natural wastage.

The HKSAR Chief Executive Policy Address 2016 had also
left to the respective IMC to decide on their own the taking
of cash or using the allocated amount to create additional
teaching post from the Career & Life Planning allocation and
the senior secondary curriculum subsidy. Two of our IMCs
had decided to carry on taking the amount for its flexibility
while one chose to use the money to create a teaching
post. | believe this type of school-based thinking should be
encouraged as school operator(s) know their schools' need
best.

With this said | must stress again my worry on the increasing
number of contract teachers / teaching assistants in local
schools. According to statistics, many of these contract
teachers and teaching assistants are, though doing similar
duty, being paid lesser than their 'within establishment'
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counterpart and have a long waiting list to, if ever any chance
at all, be absorbed into the 'establishment' teaching posts.
How schools should cope with is a question for all school
operators and teachers to face as neither the government
nor school sponsoring bodies could increase the number of
subvented teaching posts indefinitely to take in all those who
"are interested in teaching".

The CYCS Alumni Association had elected Mr. H. F. Kam as
its Alumni IMC School Manager in December 2015. Mr. Kam
graduated from CYCS primary section years ago and later
enrolled into the Chinese University of Hong Kong (CUHK)
and is a teacher now. The HCSMS long serving alumni
school manager Mr. W. S. Luk who is also a graduate of
the CUHK and who also is a teachers now has finished his
tenures and, according to IMC stipulation, been substituted
by Mr. H. C. Ma to be the alumni IMC school manager of
HCSMS. We thank Mr. Luk for his dedication and believe that
alumni managers will help bring in valuable perspective from
those whom they represent.

The HCSMS, in its joint effort with the Hong Kong Physical
Fitness Association (HKPFA), had set up a physical training
center in HCSMS for use by our boys as well as to provide
trainings for the senior secondary students who want to
become the sought-after physical fitness instructors. | believe
this is a meaningful try for our boys. HCSMS also completed
an External School Review (ESR) by EDB late last year.
The feedback from the inspection team was very positive,
especially on school's development, Learning and Teaching
as well as teachers' commitment.

The EDB has 'formally' arranged Guangzhou Xinsui School,
a school of our type in China, to be the sister school with
CYCS in 2016. The SBC had in fact started close and
treasured partnership with many of these schools in major
Chinese cities, the Xinsui School included, since late 90s.
This small coincidence depicts quite well our vision on
service development.

The Staff Morale Welfare & Recreation (MWR) Group, as has
done for years, organized various functions for our colleagues
during the year, namely the Molten Cheese Tart and Cartoon
Macaron bakery classes in December 2015 and January
2016 respectively, altogether 24 staff and 10 family members
turned up. A use of Kinesiology Tape Workshop was also
organized by a senior physiotherapist twice in January 2016
to help our colleagues to learn better on preventing workout
and sporting damage. The MWR also took part in the
Community Chest Dental Day and collected more than seven
thousand dollars for the Chest. An outing to a farm in Yuen
Long and a year-end buffet lunch had been organized for our
staffs too. These activities together with other arrangements
such as flexi work hours for certain staff, special festival duty
roster and the Family Health Living Subsidy etc. encouraged
us to go into the Outstanding Family Friendly Employer
Award election organized by the Hong Kong Family Council
this year. | believe that a work-family balance management

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helps our staff as well as providing a stable work team for the
Society.

The Human Resource Development & Research (HRDR) team
has assisted 28 social service staff to make use of the Social
Welfare Development Fund (SWDF) in various trainings,
including the 5-S Green Belt Qualification course. Three
social workers had also used the SWDF for an in-depth
job exposure in Taiwan last year while another 3 workers
used the funding support to visit four residential homes in
Singapore. Findings of two SWDF- supported researches
done last year had also been shared among colleagues of
Hong Kong in a SWD SWDF briefing session in February
2016.

EDB has allocated $250,000 for each school in Hong Kong
to strengthen its administration and management. After
consultation our schools had used one-fifth of the allocation
as allowed by EDB to carry out an inter-school curriculum
development project and four-fifth for other school based
initiatives. We believe that this may help alleviating the
workload of our teachers a bit.

SWD has approved the Architectural and Associated
Consultancy Service & Quantity Surveying Consultancy
Service tender document for the major renovation work at
CYC in mid 2016. From the progress so far, the renovation
would likely be carried out in summer 2017. The renovation
will be quite tedious and brings in lots of work for our
colleagues, but the idea that our boys would have an
improved living environment well 'justify' all these efforts.

The previous superintendent of CYC, who was on the 8th of
his 9 months no-pay leaves the Executive Committee had
approved him since September 2015 tendered his resignation
in late April 2016, this created certain unexpectedness
but judging from the subsequent appointments of new
service heads and the further on promoting of new middle
managers from within the Society, | could only but believe
what the Ecclesiastes says that "For everything there is a
fixed time, and a time for every business under the sun". Our
management has coped well with this change and | have
every confidence in the cohorts of newly appointed Heads as
all of them have served for long time in SBC and have grown
with years of different postings under their belts.

| am glad to report again that due to effective management
and committed effort of our staff in the social service units,
the Committee has endorsed a special one-off retirement
allowance in early 2016 to all the MPF staff in the social
service units. The Committee also slightly improved
the allocation for the much welcomed Performance &
Responsibility Recognition Scheme (PRRS) and the Family
Health Living Subsidy (FHLS) for our staff for their saving
effort well done. | want to reiterate here that all our Human
Resource (HR) recognition expenditure including the PRRS
and the FHLS and our annual additional furniture/equipment
purchases are in a compatible ratio as spent on Personal
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Emolument (PE) vs Other Charges (OC) every year in order
to keep a good and fair balance for our staff as well as our
clients. The ratio between our PE and OC expenditure is
around 80% and 20% respectively so our spending of each
year's surplus also follows this line.

The general enrolment of our schools throughout the year
has seen some slight improvement. We are glad that the
CYCS primary section has its highest enrolment approaching
90% but the junior secondary classes is not so encouraging
which stands around 50% at CYCS and HCSMS. With the
diminishing secondary student population in the mainstream,
| hope our schools could plan to better use the 'additional’
manpower they have thus gained. Concern about our
schools, | am glad to note that CYCS saw it's best ever DSE
result by Fok Yiu Sang, a dyslexic student who has studied
in CYCS from F.1 to F.6 who got 5 passes in HKDSE this
year. Fok is by far the best result in CYCS since our students
sat for DSE. He would continue a Diploma course in Digital
Video Production & Creation at the Hong Kong College of
Technology in September.

Due to the rising cost and very keen, some even cut-throat
competition on service bidding among service providers for
S.E.N. services, we have shielded up our old format of the
Learning Development Service (LDS) and started, like nearly
15 years ago when we started the LDS, began a new 'Art@L
Project' at our SBC Hongkong Bank Foundation Learning
Development Center. Judging by the figures provided by EDB
in 2014, the number of full-time S.E.N. students enrolled in
UGC-funded undergraduate and Associate Degree programs
in 2013-2014 in Hong Kong was around 250 which accounts
for only less than 1% of the total number of post-secondary
students. When compared to the renowned UK Royal
College of Art which showed more than 20% of its mainly art
and design students who were dyslexic, the figure says quite
clearly that local dyslexic students' talent in the concerned
areas might remain much uncultivated. We hope this non-
subvented Art@L project will, from a new perspective, help
the S.E.N. students as well as providing a base for our
talented youths in art.

The Sino Group has arranged designers from their company
to repaint STC's main entrance around the lift lobby and the
external wall facing the sport ground, giving the center a
modern and colorful look. The company has also arranged its
maintenance technician to repaint the interior of the children
dormitory, making the boys felt "living in a new center". Ms.
Nikki Ng, Group General Manager of Sino Group officiated at
the handover in November 2015 herself.

Lastly, | must thank the CCIF CPA Ltd again for helping our
boys for the past 18 continuous years. You may find a full
report on their sponsored activities in the special column in
this yearbook. Thank you also to all the Executive Committee
Members and the Advisors, it is your great effort together
with our General Secretary and his staffs’, that help bring
forth a very successful year for the Society.
