The Society runs four residential service centres and
three schools for social development, namely:
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Shing Tak Centre, Chak Yan Centre, Un Chau Hostel,
Cheung Hong Hostel, Shing Tak Centre School, Chak
Yan Centre School and Hui Chung Sing Memorial School.

Besides direct services, we also have arts development
with Art@LDC at the SBC Hongkong Bank Foundation
Learning Development Centre for S.E.N. youths in 2016.

The Staff Morale, Welfare & Recreation Group consists
of representatives of our service units. The members
organize activities for staff throughout the year and
represented their colleagues on staff welfare affairs. The
Society set up a “Research & Development Team”
in mid-May 2009 and changed to “Human Resource
Development & Research Team” in Nov 2012 to provide
different trainings for colleagues. These programs are
tailor-made to enrich our staff’ s knowledge, so that
they may provide even better service to our clients.
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Our Society has continued to improve services since
last year. While the additional expenditure on education
has still not been used up this year, we see that the
hiring of speech therapists and the enhanced school
social workers’ cum supervisory/advisory services for the
coming year should benefit students in our three SSD
schools with better professional support. We should be
confident that such timely additions will make us the envy
of the world. This influx of resources should bring us a
more solid ground to meet the ever-increasing demands
of society in general.

Welfare

The long-awaited HK$12.5 M Lottery Fund renovation
project finally started work last year. With months of
committed efforts being taken by the staff of CYC, and
by the grace of God the lengthy period of clear weather,
we can at last finish unusually all the structural and repair
work before the due day! A celebration ceremony of the
completion and an Open Day for the residential services
and SSD schools in the field were taken on June 25 &
29, 2018 respectively. An extra HK$2.5 M from LSG,
approved earlier by the executive committee meeting,
has been used to replenish facilities and equipment. All
our boys are now living in a more spacious and decent
environment, having more rooms for learning and training,
and at the same time still enjoying the greater privacy that
meets today’s standards. Special thanks should also go
to Mr.Chris Lee, our EC member who had kindly provided
his expertise during the course of the project.

Further to the financial flexibility under LSG subvention,
the amazing project that took place at the ‘bigger than
shoe-box size’ residential place in Un Chau Hostel
should not be overlooked this year. With an extensive
engagement of planning both from staff and boys, the
dormitories on the 5th & 6th floors have been deliberately
overhauled into an understated, tidy yet gleaming
environment. Compared with the old days, more space
has been made available in the service for those boys
preparing for DSE studying hard till midnight. | am
grateful to all people involved in such orchestrated works
being done for our boys.
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A better place for better service and here again is
another example. Supported by the Social Welfare
Development Fund (Ill), a mindfulness training program,
cum an evidence-based study by the Hong Kong
Polytechnic University, was approved earlier this year
and has soon be launched right after the completion of
the renovation project in Chak Yan Centre. With a more
pleasant environment here, most of our staffs have taken
part in the elementary course of mindfulness. We expect
that they will have benefited from it; not just an effective
way in working with boys and their families, but a chance
to experience a change in spiritual state, or maybe in
being ‘more mindful’ for better psychological well-being.
The overall goal targets the general improvement of the
relationship between staff and boys, thus leading to
a harmonious state of mind for everybody living here.
What's more impressive, for an explorative trial, is that
a group of primary students diagnosed with ADHD has
been encouraged to experience mindfulness practice
under the guidance of a professional facilitator. We were
glad to note that boys engaged in the program smoothly
and have given positive results.

Further to our effective use of SWDF, we have allocated
part of the fund to upgrade the current IT based WDSIMS
which has been in use for more than eight years. To let
IT make things better, a more integrated, tailor-made,
user-friendly and time-saving system will be put to use by
the end of this year. Such a system the Integrated Case
and Residential Service Management System (ICRSMS),
should be successful in applying IT comprehensively to
manage information of case records, service and daily
residential operation through an efficient and timely
manner. We hope to see our social workers able to spare
more professional time to take care of our boys with fewer
tedious duties to distract them.

The MWR has continued to launch new initiatives in the
past year. With the hope of fostering a healthier living,
a total of 234 staff and their family voluntarily joined this
‘staff-and-family exercise scheme’ and recorded their
monthly paces by using an electronic wristband. Apart
from the nominal recognition they could earn according
to designated benchmarks, we gladly noted that many of
our staff have become more willing to discuss how much
exercise or the highest heart-rate they have had during
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their walking or jogging. We are grateful to our HRM
representatives for their creative ideas in helping to build
up a healthier team in the Society.

The long-standing practice for the superintendent and the
GS residing in Chak Yan Centre was deliberately reviewed
by our Executive Committee. After considering a much-
improved manpower and geographical accessibility, plus
the availability of various electronic communications,
live-in support from center/organization in-charge was
deemed to be no longer necessary. It was decided that
the two residing units would be released for service in
Chak Yan Centre. In view of the ever increasing demand
for our services, such an arrangement should greatly
benefit our boys.

Education

Pertaining to the success of inter-schools’ collaboration
curriculum for Mathematics, teachers from our schools
have further synergized their works and organized a
series of competitions to foster interest for the subject
of liberal-study. This made the inter-schools quiz was
another ‘first-time project’ this year. Altogether 5 teams
from our three schools’ secondary section took part ‘on
stage’ with another 100 students, including 18 boys from
our sister Guanzhou Xinshui School, led by their deputy
school principal and teachers. They came to celebrate
the occasion and joined in with enthusiasm when the quiz
opened to the floor. We were all greatly impressed to note
that they were familiar with the quiz-questions and even
gave correct answers! | could gather that a neck-and-
neck game should come if they join the competition next
year.

While the study of STEM-related subjects has become
the prominent educational focus, our three schools have
adopted different ways of achieving such goals. Before
its start, the Principal of STCS and a group of teacher
representatives took a tour to Shantou University to visit
the Guangdong Technion, a joint project between the
university and the famous Israeli Institute of Technology
founded by Albert Einstein, and are later on planning to
join the scheme of Robot4SEN, a HSBC 150th anniversary
charity program. Similarly, students in CYCS even took
one step forward and creatively launched apps for
the blind to make life easier for people to browse for
community information where their school is situated.
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Students are encouraged to try their STEM knowledge in
daily life application. As for HCSMS, by using appropriate
funding, a special STEM learning workshop is already
underway. It is hoped that the newly equipped facilities
will stimulate more ideas and facilitate their application
through STEM- infiltrated learning.

Career planning for our graduating boys should be
another pressing concern for them. Apart from furthering
their post-secondary education or preparing them to be
better adapted to the working environment, our schools
have adopted a more pro-active strategy by joining the
CLAP project, which is funded by the Jockey Club and
helps unmotivated youth to have earlier preparation and
offers more enriched exposure to different interest-linked
cum job-trial schemes. At the very center of our concern,
CYCS successfully applied to QEF for HK$200,000 to
fund a project called “respect life, and we walk with you”.
It aims to raise students’ motivation in the pursuit of life-
long planning for their own future. In a similar vein, STC
even put forward an annual theme on career planning;
engaging teens to take their personal interests seriously
and include them in a career if possible. Following this
line of serious pursuit of personal interest, episodes
of different programs embraced in a project S.T.E.P.,
including special talks from various veteran professionals
and short-term job training, were delivered systematically
with help from different organizations. As for UCH,
however, experimentation has been tried out by some of
our boys who are interested in social work for their future
life. With the guidance of our residential social worker,
they picked up jobs as program organizers, refining
details that needed to be considered, and played key
roles in running all planned activities. Judged by both
the social workers and boys, they all considered it a
worthwhile experience: ‘learning by doing’.

Over the past year, quite a number of students have
distinguished themselves. Their achievements deserve
to be mentioned here. A group of 8 CYCS students,
with months of expert sail training and support by the
Sea Scouts and the Life Frontline, have made school
history by cross-harbor yacht sailing bound for Fai Chi
Kei, Macau in less than 20 hours. An S.5 student at
HCSMS, who has been training hard with the Hong Kong
Cycling Team, was chosen for ‘Student of the Year-Best
Improvement Award’ by the SCMP in early March 2018.
Another story can also be found in CHH. A boy, who
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received the Best Achievements Award at a ceremony
co-organized by TWGH & SWD, told us his touching
experience of persistence in striving for excellence in
his study. Turning to STCS, we see that with the constant
training and support by teachers, more than ten students
have completed the Standard Chartered Hong Kong
Marathon 2018. All these achievements tell us that the key
to success is not necessarily ‘to win at the starting line’.

It's good to learn that HCSMS has been approved by
EDB this year to re-launch P.5 & P.6 classes for primary
students. As a result of declining population, HCSMS has
long been faced with stagnating enrollment, and hence
a waste of public resources. The Society considers this
is a correct move to cater for the rising demands of SSD
school placements for primary students and provide
a non-boarding alternative, given HCSMS is just three
minutes walking distance from Cheung Sha Wan MTR
station.

Another External School Review (ESR) of STCS was
completed in November 2017 and our Principal and
teachers are grateful for the encouraging remarks given
by the review team. The school, from its move to the
present site in late 2005, has gone through numerous
changes and development. With the detailed review by a
team of professionals, it was a good opportunity to learn
of their achievements and gain insights for future planning
before aiming for an even better service for students.

Training and Collaboration

We were pleased to note that young artists of Art@L,
together with volunteers and affiliated groups continued
to provide meaningful services for our students and
the community. To name a few, these included setting
up a campus website cum producing video clips to
introduce life in CYCS, an Easter Festival for the families
in Tokwawan which was co-organized with volunteers
from Powerhouse, and co-organizing the ‘The 1st Let’s
Be Together Arts Festival X Hong Kong’ with Threewoods
Playwright. Also, with help from the experts of Art@L for
our schoals, the three five-minute micro-films with the
anti-drug message were selected to join an exhibition
ceremony and finally, a clip of them was even selected for
broadcasting in the 2017 Seminar of Chinese Association
on Drug Abuse Prevention and Treatment. And above
all, with the assistance of a production group in Art@L,
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the boys at UCH collaborating with a volunteer group
from the Caritas Hong Kong in Shumshuipo, completed
a video project for five elderly families. After a series of
training sessions in live-interview, script writing, filming
and editing, different love-stories were re-made as gifts in
which family members could come together to reminisce
about their good old days’ memories. All participants
involved were deeply moved after watching their video
clips.

STC/S has received two special visits in the past year.
Led by the organizer from Libertas Education Foundation
in Taiwan, including a juvenile court judge, the head
of children and youth service, Department of Social
Welfare of Taichung City Government, social workers,
counselors and supervisors, had useful exchanges with
our colleagues on our service. For the guests’ interest,
we arranged for them to visit other NGOs, including the
Christian Fellowship of Pastoral Care for Youth Limited,
which has been serving young offenders for more than
two decades in Hong Kong. On the other hand, 17
Magistrates were arranged by SWD to visit STC/S on
March 21, 2018 to learn of our residential cum special
educational service for juvenile boys. After being briefed
on the service both by our staff and boys, the magistrates
commented positively and expressed confidence in our
boarding school training for boys referred by the courts.

Our colleagues once again were honored to be invited by
outside institutes to share their professional experience.
In March this year, the Principal and teachers of CYCS
had the opportunity to hold a two-day workshop for
teachers there on our type of special education and
students with S.E.N. Two other similar workshops were
subsequently requested by the Macau Education Bureau.

We can also see some changes on HRM deployment. For
the fostering of talents in our Society, we have appointed
four deputy principals in our schools where each has
been serving our schools for more than ten years. On
the other hand, we note some ‘up and down’ during the
promotion exercise among three schools, reflecting our
emphasis on a performance-based philosophy in HRM
deployment. It is also pleasing to have two excellent
alumni who are enthusiastic enough to serve in IMC as
alumni members. Their valuable experiences as our
boarding students impress both our staff and students.
They confirm that our work is highly meaningful.
