The Society runs four residential service centres and three
schools for social development, namely:

Shing Tak Centre, Chak Yan Centre, Un Chau Hostel,
Cheung Hong Hostel, Shing Tak Centre School, Chak Yan
Centre School and Hui Chung Sing Memorial School.

Besides direct services, we also have arts development with
Art@LDC at the SBC Hongkong Bank Foundation Learning
Development Centre for S.E.N. youths in 2016. (ended on
December 2020)

The Staff Morale, Welfare & Recreation Group consists of
representatives of our service units. The members organize
activities for staff throughout the year and represented
their colleagues on staff welfare affairs. The Society set up
a "Research & Development Team" in mid-May 2009 and
changed to "Human Resource Development & Research
Team" in Nov 2012 to provide different trainings for
colleagues. These programs are tailor-made to enrich our
staff,s knowledge, so that they may provide even better
service to our clients.

The tremendous impact caused by the fifth wave of the Covid
has thrown us into working under another ‘new normal'. With

good faith and strength we will go through this ordeal. We ’!g/
are thankful to see that we are still living a healthy life. Our M

residential services are running quite smoothly and, after
all, we can still move on and even maneuver considerable
developments into our schools.

Welfare

Following the decision last year, our residential units have
enhanced their manpower structure for the overall service and
caring for our boys, especially for those who have exhibited
different patterns of behavioural problems and learning
difficulties. At the middle management level, experienced
posts of ASWO for service development and professional
supervision have been filled from outside, bringing in new
ideas and fueling up morale in their respective units. Still,
after the review of the Lump Sum Grant being announced
by the government, the Society has decided to make good
use of our Reserve and plans to 1. further extend our service
in supporting our boys returning home or preparing for
their careers after leaving our units, 2. expand the scope of
learning exposures and post-secondary training and further
studies for our student-boys, as well as 3. extending the
previously SWDF projects, especially for our newly recruited
staff in these last few years. It is expected that the overall
quality of service for our boys will be persistently improved
to a more professionally advanced, socially recognized, and
practically assured level.

Despite being hindered by the outbreak of Covid earlier this
year, Chak Yan Centre (CYC) can still be offering numerous
programs focusing on effective caring, nurturing responsibility,
facilitating mutual respect and understanding, and providing
valuable opportunities for promoting positive interaction and
enjoyable moments among boys and their family members.
Because of only half-day schooling, on the other hand, boys
were organized to join an array of after-school activities,
fulfilling their learning, physical and social needs in a more
regular, systematic way. The list includes mountaineering,
Zentangle & Pastel Nagomi Art drawing, basic piano

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classes, learning Japanese, financial management,
family cookery, needle sewing, tie-and-dye and a
series of parent-child workshops, etc. There are also
counselling groups organized for our boys concerning
stress management and social skills, as well as joining
a volunteering introductory course organized by the
Agency for Volunteer Service. These well-received
activities should make their temporary stay in our
centres become enriching memories before their way
back home in future.

The concept 'CLAP' for career training of youngsters
continued to be adopted for organizing programs in
Shing Tak Centre (STC) last year, aiming at nurturing
boys to acquire appropriate values and attitudes,
gaining knowledge and skills through a variety of
introductory experiences. By trying out their favourite
interests in a wholehearted manner, we are delighted to
see that some of our boys distinguished themselves by
participating in competitions and earned accordingly
the accredited levels or awards in vocal training &
jazz-drum playing, cyanotype photography, Acrylic
Fluid Painting, mountaineering, advanced snooker,
etc. Thanks also to the guidance from three local
organizations, participants have learnt much in the
course of volunteering services for homeless dogs
& people residing in Cha Kwo Ling village squatter
area, as well as safety, discipline and fairness through
training in practical shooting. During the long time of
school suspension, staff and boys were organized to
deliver caring and epidemic prevention materials for
the families in need. Seeing that the schooling had
been seriously retarded by the Covid, joint efforts
have been undertaken with teachers so as to strike a
more enhanced teaching arrangement for students to
make effective use of lessons. It's pleasing to see that
the boys displayed well their self-initiated and well-
managed attitude in learning, attendance and after-
school activities; virtues that will surely benefit them
for the rest of their life.
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In order to make daily life more active and even to live
up to a self-regulated but well-balanced routine, boys
in Un Chau Hostel are encouraged to engage in social
groups, physical exercise, Go-green activities (e.g., )
Leftovers Recycling), Latte Art and newly emerged
sports activities (e.g., Molkky), albeit busy with web-
learning, school assignments and taking examinations.
In Cheung Hong Hostel, we are glad to note that our
boys are paying special attention to the SAGE Kwai
Fong Mrs. Susie Cho Tsing Yi Development Horizon,
writing letters and cards to the seniors living there,
organizing seasonal celebration activities and helping
them in using smartphones for connecting with their
family members and friends, entertaining themselves
as well. Because visiting was not allowed during
the epidemic, it surely is a great help in alleviating
the sense of loneliness among the elderly. Similarly,
physical fitness and pastel drawing activities were
offered to a group of mentally retarded adults by
the boys of the Hostel in a residential home nearby,
delivering a sense of caring and support, as well as
boosting their morale in the face of reduced activities
and restricted social life. Continued this year, boys
are making special gifts for their parents and to keep
in regular contact with their parents, reminding them
of the importance of showing kindness in this difficult
time of fighting Covid.

Education

Seeing the greater but more diversified potentials
of students in recent years, our three schools have
been devising different ways of catering to various
educational needs and improving the overall learning
efficacy of our students. In Shing Tak Centre School
(STCS), by using an integrated Snaildy Cloud System
for collecting and organizing learning information,
teaching staff, as well as helping and educational
professionals could easily access and input
relevant information of individual students whenever
assessment, training, evaluation or making IEPs is
required. With the help of this platform, we could
track more precisely the progress of individuals,
giving bespoke learning plans and making more
timely referrals for our students upon admission
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to other learning institutions. In Chak Yan Centre
School (CYCS), through the participation of 4 different
uniformed teams and EDB projects, including the Flag-
raising Team, Community Youth Club, Boys' Scout
and joining the Hong Kong Youth Award Scheme, the
leadership skills, the spirit of serving the community
and the virtue of persistence have been brought into
better play with individual talents and potentials. Apart
from these quite demanding programs, the school
also organized altogether more than 200 activities,
helping students to join those fitting their interests
and potential throughout the year. In Hui Chung Sing
Memorial School (HCSMS), decisions on re-structuring
the existing curriculum could even bring out a more
long-lasting change. By putting more emphasis on
languages and STEM-related subjects and adding two
more DSE subjects for selection by F.4 students, we
could expect our students to find it easier to catch
up with the local requirements of the mainstream or
further studies upon leaving school.

After a year of hard work by teachers who are
concerned for students' career development, we
can see pleasing results of our students being better
prepared for their future life upon leaving school.
Firmly upholding the idea of "Your Career, We Care',
the teachers of STCS greatly encouraged students to
further their studies in various institutions of different
vocational fields, or seek advice from local NGOs for
learning more about the current situation in different
job environments. Apart from these exposures, all F.4
students & above have to enrol in different courses of
applied learning, giving students a more systematic
and persistent way in their career pursuit. In CYCS,
the HKCAAVQ officially approves the opening of
three courses of Qualifications Framework (QF) in
September of this year. This will kick-start a new
chapter for our students' practical learning and both
STCS and HCSMS will keep on preparing another five
QF courses in the near future. Finally, the HCSMS has
taken quite a bold step in turning the original interests
classes of applied learning into a systematic whole-
person development curriculum, giving job-related
career planning, as well as aesthetic and physical
courses in September this year. May all these earnest
efforts facilitate and nurture a more healthy lifestyle
and balanced development for our students.
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Maybe just by coincidence, our three schools have put
quite considerable efforts into the teaching of ICT, Al

r
and media subjects. Besides regular classes, students "‘;/
are motivated to join various projects for getting more ) |

related learning experiences. In the coming year, the
subject ICT as an elective DSE subject will start to be
offered for P.4 and above students. With the support
of QEF, two projects in CYCS were approved for
improving the i-teaching, e-learning and IT literacy
of our students. Moreover, a YouTube channel
Cornwall 47 has been set up since last year, serving
as a platform for teachers and boys producing many
video clips, sharing their topics of interest, school
life and updates. In STCS, by joining a school-based
supportive project with the teachers of Lok Sin Tong
Yu Kan Hing Secondary School, the teaching micro:
bit x Huskylens programming of an intelligent model
car has been successfully employed in the computer
science subject. Also by joining the QEF Thematic
Network, the school has refined its curriculum and
implemented elements of Al in its STEM education.
In HCSMS, by joining the Jockey Club "Diversity at
Schools" Project (phase 2), teachers will try out Al
technology for rendering students' data, establishing
an online platform for Differential Instruction, as well
as developing elEP for the support of SEN students.
Along with this advance in pedagogy, the school will
offer Visual Arts as the additional elective subject for
students sitting the DSE in the coming school year.

As last year, all our schools continue to provide
opportunities in nurturing National Identity and
learning about National Security. Besides the regular
flag-raising ceremony being taken on special days
and schools' opening and graduation ceremonies, a
students' flag-raising team has been specially set up
by CYCS, being trained in months by the 'Association
of Hong Kong Flag-guards' and taken part seriously in
a filmed flag-rasing event on July 08 this year. Besides,
our schools also joined the Territory-wide Inter-school
Basic Law Competition, as well as attended webinar
talks on the topic of civil rights and responsibilities.
Furthermore, all schools have continued their efforts
in refining measures for national security, articulating
elements of national security into academic subjects
and school activities, and readily taking part in related
training for maintaining a secure learning environment
for our students.

Project, Training and Collaboration

Despite the impacts caused by Covid, our three
schools are still working closely with the Hong Kong
Polytechnic University (PolyU) for the Service-Learning
(SL) Project. As an integral part of the whole-person
education at PolyU, the SL project emphasizes
learning through engagement in a variety of meaningful
social services. Throughout school terms working with
our teachers and social workers, PolyU students have
been engaged in various sorts of online workshops,
study groups, annual events and services, including
online exercises and sports, music & arts, models
& table games, Hong Kong history and community
features touring, as well as learning through thematic
filming. Except for certain activities being held face-to-
face in HCSMS, the PolyU students have contributed
greatly through their online way of keeping in contact
and support for our 'learn from home' students. Over
the last year, we have had students serving our three
schools, providing more than 500 hours of services to
our students. In the coming year, our schools will join
actively the Capacity Building Scheme for Secondary
School Teachers, helping our students to engage
meaningfully in society through the Academic Service-
learning project.
